In representation of  the Associação para Educação Académica e Formação Vocacional (AAEVT) 
and the community of  Luena, we welcome you to the Transatlantic Book Transportation Project. 

 
AAEVT formally appeals to gain your support in order to complete the transportation of 

the books and educational resources that will constitute Luenaõs first public library.   
 
AAEVT is a community-based organization with the mandate of  offering high-quality 

educational opportunities to children and adults in Luena and Moxico, and of providing qualified 
and forthcoming primary and secondary school teachers and vocational trainers with the tools 
needed to empower the Moxico Provinceõs schools and Angola as a whole.  Founded in 2006, 
AAEVT has been implementing vocational training projects with the help of Japanõs development 
agency, Association for Aid and Relief  (AAR).  So far, AAEVT has succeeded in instructing and 
graduating more than 200 women in design and tailoring skills, among other achievements.   

 
To complete this project, financial assistance is needed specifically for funding: (i) the 

customs clearance costs, (ii) the land transportation costs of  the container from the Luanda Port to 
Luena, which are 1,300 km apart, and (iii) for purchasing and including a number of  computers, 
printers, encyclopedias, and other educational materials. This amounts to a total of  $20,000 USD.   
 

AAEVT believes that education is a right, and Angola, which has faced more than 30 years 
of  war, needs the support of  everyone in our global village in order to guarantee this right to our 
brothers and our children, and to confront this and all the social injustices which deprive the 
righteous development of  our society.  It is our belief  that education is the fundamental tool that 
will break the prevalent chains of  socio-economical injustices endured by our people and many 
others around the world.  
 

Only with your support can this educational shipment reach Luena by the summer of  2011.
